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223.1. PROHIBITION ON USE OF CERTAIN EQUIPMENT
OR VEHICLES ON SCHOOL PROPERTY

The Fairview School Board prohibits the use of skateboards, inline skates, roller-
blades, roller-skates, ATV's, and other unregistered and unlicensed motor vehicles
by students and other members of the community on school property, as an
assumption of responsibility by parents, students and other individuals utilizing these
various items.

The Board will permit the use of bicycles on black-topped surfaces. The Board will
permit the use of snowmobiles on marked trails only. The Board permits the use of
motor vehicles and motor cycles by students and other persons on school property,
to the extent that they are currently licensed and registered with the Commonwealth
of Pennsylvania and have a current inspection sticker. Furthermore, students
utilizing said motor vehicles must be licensed drivers, have parental permission
when they are minors, have been granted permission by the building principal to
drive motor vehicles on school grounds. Permission shall be limited to streets, access
roads, and parking areas of the district only and shall not include permission to use
bicycles or motor vehicles on unpaved areas of district property.

The Board prohibits unauthorized use of skateboards, inline skates, roller-blades,
roller-skates, bicycles, motor-cross motorcycles, ATV's, snowmobiles, go-carts or
unregistered, and unlicensed motor vehicles on school property.

The Board will not be responsible for bicycles, snowmobiles, or motor vehicles that
are lost, stolen or damaged while on school property.

The Board will not be responsible for injuries or damages to property arising out of
the use of, authorized and unauthorized, equipment or vehicles on school property.

Rules and regulations for the operation and parking of bicycles and motor vehicles,
shall be disseminated by the Building Administrators.
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
